· No change in “distinctly residential” character of proposed plan consistent with District Plan and its related text.  Multi-family residential use.
· Phase I/II allowed height 72 feet (Greenhouse Phase I already completed)

· Phase III allowed height 62 feet (Alameda to mid-block Jackson) 

· Phase IV allowed height 42 feet (mid-block Jackson to Cedar)
· Building heights along Cedar allowed at 42 feet

· Dwelling unit count 220

· Gross floor area ratio 268,500/119,222 = 2.25

· South setback 50 feet from original property line with double tree lawn

· North setback 12.5 feet

· East and west setbacks 11 feet

· All parking below grade

· Building coverage 15,558 square feet (53.3%)

· Parking ratio 1.3 spaces per dwelling

· Underground parking access mid-block on Harrison

· No planned substantive change in distinctly residential concepts, building elevations, façade treatments and exterior materials
Note – Department of Public Works memo, Barbara Gierscher author, states the following:

· Head in parking not allowed on public street – memo gives short history of efforts by Sunrise to get head in parking and rebuffed by Greenhouse “people”

· Transportation viewpoint – onsite parking plans acceptable but alley use and Harrison Street vacation with additional parking is NOT part of the Transportation acceptance (caps from memo)
